This month I thought Iõd share a poem that means a great deal to me. 

It was written by a woman named Amy Wilson Carmichael. I urge you 

to ògoogleó her and learn about her amazing life and ministry, but Iõll 

tell you some of the highlights. Amy was born in 1867 in a small village 

in Northern Ireland and grew up to be a missionary. She was an 

unlikely candidate for the job as she was never married and often in 

sick, but she clearly heard God calling her, òGo ye.ó Eventually that 

call led her to India. She stayed there as a missionary for 53 years 

without furlough. She dressed in Indian garb and darkened her skin 

with coffee so she could travel more freely. She worked to rescue 

girls who were sold into prostitution at the temples to raise money 

for the priests. Her health was poor; she was often bedridden and in 

pain. She was once asked, òWhat is missionary life like?ó and replied, 

òMissionary life is simply a chance to die.ó When she did die at age 

83, she was buried in India. She asked that no stone be put over her 

grave; instead, the children she had cared for put a bird bath  over it 

with the single inscription "Amma", which means mother in the Tamil.  

The words of Amyõs poem always cut right through me, especially the 

third stanza. They drive me to the cross. I hope they are meaningful 

to you on your Lenten faith journey.   Pastor Sue +

First of all, then, I urge that supplications, prayers, intercessions, and thanksgivings be made for 

everyone ... so that we may lead a quiet and peaceable life in all godliness and dignity.  

 -- 1 Timothy 2:1 -2 

  

After we recite the creed, the congregation joins in intercessory prayer, led 

by the pastors.   As it is phrased in the liturgy in our hymnal Evangelical 

Lutheran Worship , we "pray for the church, those in need, and all of God's 

creation."  

 In intercessory prayer, one intercedes, or puts one's self between God and 

the person in need.   We can look at this in either of two ways.   One is that 

we ask Jesus Christ to intercede with God on behalf of us and our 

neighbors.   The other is that we intercede on behalf of our neighbors.   Our 

sisters and brothers in some other Christian traditions, such as the Roman 

Catholic Church, also ask the saints to intercede on their behalf.   This is sometimes miscon-

strued as praying to the saints as though they were gods, but it is actually a request for interces-

sion with the one God.   Prayer for intercession of the saints is not part of our Lutheran under-

standing or practice of intercessory prayer.  

 Article XXI of the Augsburg Confession  (a summary of Lutheran beliefs written in the 16th cen-

tury by Martin Luther's colleague Philip Melanchthon) states that "it cannot be demonstrated 

from Scripture that a person should call upon the saints or seek help from them.   'For there is 

only one single reconciler and mediator set up between God and humanity, Jesus Christ' (1 Tim. 

2:5)." 

An important 20th -century Lutheran thinker, Dietrich Bonhoeffer, makes some interesting 

statements about group intercessory prayer in his book, Life Together .  He writes that "God's 

Word ... and our prayers belong together," but "serious difficulties and troubles" arise when, after 

hearing that Word, we "must ourselves begin to speak."   Bonhoeffer offers guidance for avoiding 

the pitfalls that that situation might present.   One of his points is that the group must support 

the prayer leader, who, at St. Luke, tends to be one of the pastors.   "How could one person pray 

the prayer of the fellowship without being steadied and upheld in prayer by the fellowship it-

self?" 

We can pray singly or in a group.   We can pray within a Christian community, or out in the 

world.   I think what Bonhoeffer is saying is that it is within the community, praying together in 

a context of mutual support, that we best discern both the will of God and the needs of the com-

munity.

In April, four members of our St. Luke family will be completing the Diakonia pro-
gram of study.  The Diakonia program is a two -year process of spiritual 
formation  and theological education for baptized members of the Lutheran 
Church.  This process occurs in three basic ways: 

By thorough grounding in the classic seminary disciplines of practical, sys-
tematic, historical and Biblical theology.  

By identifying particular skills and aptitudes in ministry, and encouraging their use in the local parish.  

By providing spiritual growth through worship, retreats, and a supportive community of fellow stu-
dents, pastor-mentors and instructors.  

 

These are the tools Diakonia  uses to help equip Godôs people for service in parish and neighborhood minis-
tries.  The primary theme and focus of the Diakonia experience is  the word of Jesus in scripture: ñLet the one 
who would be great among you be your servant.ò  (Mark 10:4)  Typically, Diakonia  participants want to 
deepen their life of faith and ground their baptismal commitment to serve in the Biblical, theological, liturgical 
and historical traditions of the Church.

Lutherans Respond to Anti-Hunger Report, Rise in Emergency Need

WASHINGTON (ELCA) -- The Feeding America network reported an increase in the number of clients who came 

to their emergency food program sites, according to a recent "Hunger in America 2010" study. The network is a 

nationwide group of food pantries, community kitchens and shelters. Sponsors of these groups are primarily faith -

based or religiously affiliated programs.  ͖  

    "Lutherans are actively involved in addressing both the immediate needs and the root causes of hunger 

and poverty," said Nancy Arnison, director of the Evangelical Lutheran Church in America (ELCA) World Hunger 

Program. She said the ELCA provides much -needed grants to food pantries across this country through the 

church's World Hunger Program.  ͖     

 Since 2006, the need for emergency food assistance has increased 46 percent, according to the report. 

In 2009, 37 million people, including nearly 14 million children and three million seniors, received emergency food 

assistance through the Feeding America network of food banks and its agencies.  

 T͖he "Hunger in America 2010" study also stated that households with children and single mothers were 

especially vulnerable to food insecurity and hunger, data consistent with the U.S. Department of Agriculture 

(USDA) food security studies. S͖ince the first USDA national household survey in 1995, the highest number of indi-

viduals, 49.1 million, were identified as food insecure based on USDA data collected in December 2008.  

 The Rev. Andrew D. Genszler, director for advocacy, ELCA Washington Office, said, "In addition to work-

ing on food and distribution systems, America needs to build the political will to end hunger. A recent Alliance to 

End Hunger poll clearly stated that voters are in support of increased funding for hunger issues."  ͖     

 "The work of ELCA World Hunger in educating Lutherans about hunger issues is key to a stronger anti -

hunger movement for policy change. Building on volunteer experience, Lutherans will continue to urge Congress 

and the Administration to support increased funding for effective and efficient federal nutrition programs," said 

Genszler.   ͖ 

     With 185 food banks participating, Feeding America conducted more than 61,000 face -to -face inter-

views and collected 37,000 agency surveys from food pantries, soup kitchens and emergency shelters across the 

nation for its "Hunger in America 2010" study.   Feeding America was formerly known as America's Second Har-

vest.  ͖
